Farm located a1 341 Knowlion Corner Rd. in
Farmangton 16 years ago. By combining her love
of animals and working with individuals with dis-
abilities, she offered horse boarding and riding as
well as a small cooking and baking program. In
2011, however, a devastating fire consumed most
of the property and business. Despite the tragedy,
Masselli was determined o make ends meet and
started knocking on doors around the community
selling baked pastry sticks with flavortul fillings.

What sturted as a small business vemture has resulted
in the pastrics being sold in 30 Hannaford Super-

mrkets, Food City stores, and Shop & Saves as well

as over 40 mom and pop convenient stores ranging

from Kingfield to Scarborough, Their products are

baked fresh dmly and can be purchased directly
from their farm and come in a vanety of favors
ranging from cinnamon and raspberry 1o chocolate
and peanut butter. Wholesale options are available

as well as party and event platters.

Down the road Masselli is looking into agritourism,
prowiding towrs for those interested in the facility as
well as a location for weddings, In addition, people
can also still come and look at their 7 horses.
